Involvement in an Alberta project with over 300 parents and children with developmental disabili-

ties who were at risk of entering or were in the child welfare system revealed that 20% were parents
with developmental disabilities, most being single mothers. These mothers acknowledged the advan-
tage of getting a little help but repeatedly reported they were afraid to ask, predicting greater risk to
family unity i f they were known to the O6systembd
their passionate desire and disputed struggle to stay together as a family, to be reunited with their
children, or to retain contact with their children coupled with their lack of awareness of entitlement

to available supports informed the rationale for this study. A literature review of current practices
indicate that reactive and proactive interventions which focus on intensive family preservation, multi
-component supports,-imome assistance, building informal sources of social support, mutual aid

and community involvement empower families to be more successful. Stiwasgtl supports of

longer duration and higher intensity result in families managing with less reliance on professional
intervention. However, Canadian research rarely reports any information related to parents with de-
velopmental disabilities. This study conducted 39 interviews including: 14 parents with developmen-
tal disabilities; 16 funders and policy makers in disability sector; 4 community service staff; 3 gov-

ernment employees in childrends services; jand o
vices. Interview themes and narratives of parents indicated that too often, parents simply lost their
children to the protection services and Ilijttl e

vation interventions/ family enhancement supports to preserve family unity and reduce strain. Moth-
ers indicated that they could never prove they are worthy or could parent, and their children experi-
enced multiple foster care or group care placements with harmful impacts. Professionals continued

Bringing together a panel to speak of disability studies programs across Canada is an opportunity
to explore roles in teaching, student mentorship, community advocacy and research. This presen-
tation describes the contributions of the undergraduate and graduate programs of one university
as a springboard for cross-country exchange of ideas and hopes for the future.

Background

Initiated in1979, CRDS is an academic and research program that examines the social determinants
that influence the experiences of disability and promotes inclusion through social change. CRDS
focuses on education and research that engages students, researchers and the community in under-
standing the disability experience at the intersection of community and human services contexts. It
is a small, interdisciplinary university program examining complex issues of interest from a num-
ber of community perspectives, most central being the perspective of people with disabilities.

Academic and Research Contributions to Community

Students learn from a broad range of community -based services and social systems that impact the
lives of individuals and their families experiencing disabling conditions and chronic health con-
cerns across the life span.

Faculty members, along with community partners, teach about practical, conceptual and socio-
political issues across community sectors. CRDS faculty respond to the myths, stigma and ideolo-
gies by challenging the social interactions, health capacity, educational opportunities, advocacy,
legal and social reforms because people with disabilities are inevitably assigned roles that reduce
or threaten economic and social status in their communities.

Course content and research initiatives identify trends, innovative solutions and proactive thinking
about the citizenship of persons with disabling conditions and chronic health concerns. Students
are mentored to conduct projects and research that will inform practice and policy in Canadian
educational and structural contexts.

Students and faculty engage in applied social science research that includes qualitative and quanti-
tative as well as collaborative and participatory methodologies .

Undergraduate degree (BCR)

The BCR is delivered in Calgary, Edmonton and Vancouver. The undergraduate curricu-
lum requires all students to gain valuable experiences in community. Students learn directly
about current issues and approaches while applying theories and gaining skills of critical analy-
sis. The practicums are guided by principles of: Interdisciplinarity ; Collaboration; Person-
centeredness Diversity across the life-span, culture and conditions; and Effecting social change
Undergraduate degree (BCR)
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Graduate Degrees (MDCS, MSc, PhD)

The Masters of Disability and Community Studies (MDSC) is a course-based graduate pro-
gram for professionals from across Canada to work while studying. The MDCS, MSc and PhD pro-
grams engage faculty from various disciplines to encourage study at the intersection between com-
munity, disability, chronic illness, and marginalizing conditions within a social justice framework.
The goal is to generate new research, leadership, capacity, innovation, and partnerships. The
graduate program attracts professionals across disciplines and sectors.

Other Contributions
CRDS provides editorial resources for The International Journal of Disability, Rehabilitation
and Community (IJDCR), publishing papers of research and critical analyses of issues at the inter-
section of disability, community and rehabilitation, among practitioners, consumers and research-
ers., The on-line Journal presents comparative voices and perspectives from Canada and interna-
tionally.
